The Nut Tree started as a fruit stand. The first permanent restaurant building 

opened in 1921. The Toy Shop and the Nut Tree Railroad opened in 1952. The 

railroad had a quarter-mile track running through the Nut Tree orchards and 

gardens. The Nut Tree Airport opened in 1955. A new Dining Room opened in 

1958. In 1962 the U.S. Post Office designated the area Nut Tree, California. 

The Nut Tree Coffee Shop opened across interstate 80 in 1965. In 1970-71 a 

new bake shop and merchandise area opened. In 1970 the Nut Tree Airport 

was donated to Solano County.  A great place to stop and have and enjoy!
